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About Severe Asthma

Living with asthma and taking care of yourself start
with understanding the type of asthma you have.

Knowing your asthma type is especially important

if you are taking multiple treatments, but symptoms
still interfere with your daily activities. If you have
poorly controlled, severe asthma, it may be hard to
manage, even with high-dose inhalers and oral steroids.
If this is you, there may be a treatment option that can
bring relief—so you can start getting back to things
that matter.

Here are some signs that your asthma

may be severe and poorly controlled:

« Even if you're taking multiple asthma medications,
you still have symptoms.

* You sometimes have to take oral steroids for
asthma attacks.

* Symptoms wake you up at night.

* You need to go for breathing treatment at your
doctor’s office.

* You've been to the emergency room or hospital due
to asthma symptoms.

* Blood tests show that you have high levels of white
blood cells called eosinophils.

CINQAIR is given once every 4 weeks.

Itis an intravenous (V) infusion given by a healthcare
provider. A small needle is placed into a vein in your
hand or arm, allowing the medicine to go directly
into your body. It takes as little as 20 to 50 minutes
to receive the full dose of CINQAIR.

CINQAIR is given by a healthcare provider
using a 50-mL bag—the smallest IV bag available.

CINQAIR is an “add-on” medication.

This means it is taken along with the medications you
are already taking, such as inhalers and oral steroids. If
you and your doctor decide that CINQAIR is right for you,
keep taking your other asthma medications unless your
doctor tells you not to.
